The final figures for spring 2010 showed that 70% of classes were registered in- person on our college campus.  Today’s figures show that students have registered for fifty-five percent (n=9,035, 55.4%) of their classes in person for spring 2011.  This spring we did not provide hard copy of student class schedules.  Students were required to go online to find a list of available courses.  We provided a “registration is easy” button for students to click on when they chose their desired courses from the online course schedule.
