The above chart shows the final enrollment figures for the spring 2011 and spring 2012 semesters.  As shown in the chart below, the spring 2012 headcount is the highest spring enrollment in the history of HCC and an overall increase in headcount of 2.4% over spring 2011.  However, as more HCC students are attending part-time this spring semester, FTE and credit hour production has minimally declined since spring 2011, equal to a fraction of a percentage as shown on the next page.

Highlights include:
The final figures for spring 2012 shows 42% (n=6,783) of the classes were registered online by students.  Today’s figures show a slight decrease in the percentage of courses registered online over the spring 2011 figures (spring 2011 registered online, n=7,311, 44.6%).  We saw a 15% increase of online registration from fall 2010 to spring 2011.   We theorized that this increase last year was due to publishing the spring 2011 class schedule online and eliminating the hard copy normally provided.  However, there is a slight decline in online registrations over fall 2011 and spring 2011 semesters.

Students continue to primarily register for courses taught utilizing the traditional method of teaching (n=14,835, 91.8%), although 7.3% of courses are taken through distance learning (online and hybrid courses).  The distribution of course teaching method for spring 2011 registrants are similar to the final figures for the spring 2012 semester.  Online and hybrid courses fill early in the registration process.  Of the forty-five online courses offered this semester, seventy seven percent (n=35) are enrolled with twenty-one or more students.  Of the seven hybrid courses offered all but one course is filled.  It is possible that the distribution might show a higher percentage of enrolled students in the online and hybrid options if there was more availability across disciplines and within courses that are filled.

Of the 6,132 students who registered for the spring 2012 semester as of the official freeze, the majority of students who are continuing students (n=4,803, 78.3%).  This figure includes some students who may have previously earned an Associate degree or Certificate from HCC.  Almost eleven percent (n=651, 10.6%) of the student body enrolled are new students, first time in college.  The distribution of the spring 2011 semester student profile student type was similar to spring 2012 distribution.  However, as shown on the following pages the number of “continuing” students has shown an upward trend in the spring semesters since 2007.

Below is a chart indicating the enrollment status of our students over the last ten years.  The increase in enrollment this fall shows that we had an increase in the percentage of continuing students and less of a percentage of new, transfer, and readmitted students.

The distribution percentage of students’ race/ethnicity registered for spring 2012 is shown above.  The number of white students has decreased by 102 (-.05%) students over spring 2011 semester and the number of Black students has increased by 103 students (5.6%).  Hispanic student enrollment has been increasing each semester and has reached the highest percentage at 25.3% of the student body.  There is an increase of students who are reporting their race/ethnicity as “multiple races” and “other race not listed.” These categories have been added to the admissions application in accordance with the U.S. government for reporting purposes.   Asian, Hispanic, students who are multiple races and other races has increased slightly while the number of students not reporting their race has decreased.  This can be explained by the outreach effort to continue to get race/ethnicity information from students by the institutional research office and the faculty who have obtained the information from students attending their classes.  The following page shows graphs of the ethnicity and race of the student body in the spring semesters over the past ten years.
