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Transfer Out Students
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[bookmark: _Toc273346068]Introduction

An annual report is prepared for the System of Connecticut Community Colleges pertaining to students’ patterns of transfer.  This report represents the two cohorts who last attended Housatonic Community College in fall 2007 and spring of 2008 and transferred to another institution of higher education by the fall 2009 and spring 2010 respectively.

To clarify, this reflects two distinct cohorts each with a two-year window of opportunity.  The information was provided by the National Student Clearinghouse (http:///www.studentclearinghouse.org), our trusted source for student degree and enrollment verification.  More than 3,000 U.S. Colleges and universities participate in the clearinghouse.  A full list of participating institutions can be found on the above web site.  Once the information was sent from the clearinghouse, the data was then extracted in Banner using the SWRXF58 report.

A total of six-hundred-seventy-five (n=675) Housatonic Community College students last enrolled in the fall 2007 and spring 2008 semesters transferred to other educational institutions.  The majority (n=479, 71.1%) of students choose to transfer to institutions in the state of Connecticut.  One-hundred-seventy students (n=170, 25.2%) earned a degree or certificate from Housatonic Community College prior to their transfer to another institution.   
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Race/Ethnicity and Gender of Transfer Students
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The fall 2007 and spring 2008 cohort consisted of six-hundred-seventy-five (675) Housatonic Community College students who transferred to other educational institutions.  Six-hundred-sixty-four (664) of the transferring students were residents of Connecticut while eleven (11) students were recorded as out-of-state residents.  


The majority (n=479, 71.1%) of students who transferred chose to transfer to institutions within the state of Connecticut after being enrolled at Housatonic Community College.




[bookmark: _Toc273346071]Fall 2007 and Spring 2008 Cohort - Transfer to In-State Institutions

Of the four-hundred-seventy-nine (n=479) fall 2007 and spring 2008 cohort who transferred to other educational institutions within the State of Connecticut, two-hundred-twenty-five (n=225, 47.0%) of these students transferred to Connecticut state public four-year institutions, fifteen (n=15, 2%) student transferred to another community college within the state, two-hundred-thirty-nine (n=239, 49.9%) students enrolled in Independent colleges within the State of Connecticut.  

Note:  One-hundred-ninety-five (n=195, 29%) students enrolled in out-of-state colleges and one student’s transfer college is unknown.
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Of the two-hundred-twenty-five (225) students who chose to transfer to public four-year institutions within the state of Connecticut one-hundred-twenty-two (n=122, 54.3%) chose to transfer to Southern Connecticut University.
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Of the two-hundred-thirty-nine (239) transfer students who chose to enroll in private colleges and universities within the State of Connecticut, the majority enrolled at the University of Bridgeport (n=77), Sacred Heart University (n=46), St. Vincent’s Medical Center – School of Nursing (n=38), Fairfield University (n=28), and Albertus Magnus College (13).
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Of the one-hundred-ninety-five students (n=195) who chose to transfer and enroll in colleges out-of-state, the majority of students (n=107, 54.9%) transferred to four-year-independent institutions.  





The most selected out-of-State institution is The University of Phoenix (n=37).  
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Of the six-hundred-seventy-five (675) Housatonic Community College students who transferred to other educational institutions, one-hundred-seventy students (n=170, 25.2%) are graduates with a certificate or degree from Housatonic Community College.
