




Transfer (In) Students
Fall 2010 and Spring 2011 Semesters


[bookmark: _Toc243099977]Introduction

This annual report reflects students who have transferred into Housatonic Community College from other educational institutions in the previous two years and enrolled in the fall 2010 and/or spring 2011 semesters at Housatonic Community College.  

A total of one-thousand-seventy-seven (1,077) students transferred in from other educational institutions during the 2010-11 academic semesters.  Seven-hundred-twenty-eight (n=728, 67.6%) students transferred from Connecticut institutions, two-hundred-ninety (n=290, 27%) students enrolled from out-of-state institutions, and fifty-nine (n=59, 5.4%) students enrolled from unidentified institutions.  
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The majority of students who enroll at HCC and have transferred from other colleges come from Connecticut Community Colleges.  Of the seven-hundred-twenty-eight (n=728) students who transferred in from other Connecticut institutions, two-hundred-three (n=203, 27.9%) transferred from public four-year institutions, three-hundred-seventy-four (n=374, 51.4%) enrolled from Connecticut Community Colleges, five (n=5, .6%) enrolled from Charter Oak, and one-hundred-forty-six (n=146, 20.1%) enrolled from Connecticut private institutions.   
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Of the two-hundred-three students who transferred in from Connecticut public four-year institutions in the fall 2010 and spring 2011 semesters, twenty-eight students (n=28, 13.8%) enrolled with associates degrees.  
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Two-hundred-three students (n=203) transferred to HCC in the fall 2010 and spring 2011 from Connecticut public four-year universities.  The majority (n=84, 41.3%) of transfer students came from Southern Connecticut State University.  
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Three-hundred-seventy-four (n=374) students transferred credits from CT State Community Colleges.  Most (n=163, 43.6%) of the students from community colleges transferred from Gateway Community College.  
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Transferred from Connecticut Private Institutions

One-hundred-forty-six students came from Connecticut private institutions.  The majority (n=30, 20.5%) of students enrolled from the University of Bridgeport.
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A total of two-hundred-ninety students (n=290) transferred into HCC from out-of-state colleges.  Most (n=141, 49%) of the students who transferred in from out-of-state colleges came from four-year private colleges.
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Ten Year Trend

In the past ten years, Housatonic Community College has enrolled nine-thousand-six-hundred-sixty (9,660) students in our fall and spring semesters transferring from other colleges and universities.  Two-thousand-three-hundred-twenty-six (2,326) of these students transferred to HCC from colleges and universities that are not in the State of Connecticut.

The number of students transferring to HCC in the fall semester range from 353 (fall 2001) semester to 767 (fall 2008.)  The fall 2008 fall enrollment represented the highest surge in enrollment over the previous semester at the college during this ten year period.

The range of new transfer students represent 8.3% (fall 2001) to 15.1% (fall 2008) of the total college enrollment in the past ten years of fall semesters.

Methods

Data used from this report were extracted from Banner on July 7, 2011.  The Banner extract that was used for the information in this report may not reflect the same number of transfer students reflected in the Banner database coded as “D” for transfer students each semester. This data relies on membership to the National Clearinghouse for transfer students.  Numbers may vary due to colleges and university membership and the accuracy of student data in order to match the students within each database form various colleges.  

Concluding Thoughts

Almost 10,000 students have transferred from their college to Housatonic Community College in the past ten years.  In the fall semesters the number of transfer students have ranged from 353 in fall 2001 to the highest number in fall 2008 of 767.  As a percentage of the total enrollment transfer students have consisted of 8.3% (fall 2011) to 15.1% in the fall 2008 semester.  

When examining the past ten spring semester enrollment, transfer students have ranged from 275 (fall 2002) to 449 (spring 2008).  As a percentage of total enrollment transfer students have consisted of 6.4% (Spring 2002) to as much as 9.9% of the total students enrollment in spring 2008.

Primarily, students transfer to HCC from other Connecticut community colleges in both fall and spring semesters over the past ten years.
